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III.  THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT  FOR THE WELFARE OF THE 

HORSE  
 

The F édération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects  all those involved in international equestrian 

sport to adhere to the FEIôs Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the 

welfare of the horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or 

commercial influences.  

 

1.  At all stages during t he preparation and training  of competition horses, welfare must take 

precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training 

methods, farriery and tack, and transportation.  

 

2.  Horses and Athletes  must be fit, competent and in good he alth before they are allowed to 

compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or 

safety, pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids.  

  

3.  Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to t he 

competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of 

the horse for onward travel after the event.  

 

4.  Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have 

competed and that they ar e treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This 

covers proper veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.  

 

5.  The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their 

areas of expertis e.

Where necessary athletes must contact local government authorities or 

veterinary advisors for information regarding anim al health requirements and transport 

legislation. Within the European Union (EU), this includes EU Council Regulation (EC) No 

1/2005 concerning the protection of animals during transport within the Member States of the 

EU. 

 
7.  VENUE ARRIVAL INFORM ATION & FITN ESS TO COMPETE  

 
7.1.  PASSPORTS . FEI General Regulations Article 137  

 

For all issues relating to FEI Horse Passports/FEI Recognition Cards please contact 

your National Federation . 

 

All Horses competing at FEI Events must be registered with the FEI.  

 

FEI Passports or FEI Recognition Cards (for those Horses with a national passport approved by 

the FEI) are compulsory for FEI Events .  

NB: Horses entered in CIMs  and  in CSIP in their country of residence are not required to have 

an FEI Passport or FEI Recognition Card but must be properly registered with the FEI and 

identifiable (GRs 137.2).  

 

Athletes who do not present a Horseôs Passport and/or Recognition Card, or one that is not 

correctly validated or fail to meet other passport  requirements will be subject to Sanctions 

in accordance with Annex VI of the FEI Veterinary Regulations  and may not be allowed 

to compete.  

  

NB  for Horses permanently resident in a Member State of the European Union :  all Horses must 

have a national EU passport in compliance with EU Regulations to which a FEI Recognition card 

is applied. The exception to this being Horses in possession of an FEI passport which has been 

continually revalidate d without interruption.  

 

7.2.  VACCINATIONS -  EQUINE INFLUENZA . FEI  Veterinary Regulations Article  1003  

 
Horses competing at FEI Events must comply with the requirements for Equine Influenza 

vaccination in accordance with the Veterinary Regulations and as summarised below.

All FEI registered Horses intending to compete at FEI Events (including CIMs) must be 
vaccinated against Equine Influenza in accordance with these VRs. The exception being if the 
applicable domestic legislation prevents the use of Equine Influenza vaccines within the 
relevant territory  
 

7.3.  EXAMINATION ON ARRIVAL . FEI Veterinary Regulations Article  1031  

 

On arrival at an Event venue, all Horses must undergo an ex amination by a veterinarian to 

confirm their identification from their passport and micro -chip ID (where present), their 

vaccination status and general health. To protect all horses attending events, any Horse with a 

questionable health status concerning  vaccination, disease or other concerns, must be stabled 

within the isolation facilities provided by the Organising Committee pending a decision on 

entering the venue.  

 

7.4.  HO RSE INSPECTIONS . FEI Veterinary Regulations Article s 1034 - 1042   

 
All Horses will be assessed for their fitness to compete during the Horse Inspection. Any Horse 

demonstrating questionable fitness may be referred to the Holding Box for further veterinary 

examination. Horses not deemed fit to compete by the Inspection Panel will not be perm itted 

to compete . 

 

7.5.  LIMB SENSITIVITY EXAMINATION . FEI  Veterinary Regulations Article s 1048 -1053   

 

All Horses are subject to examination under the protocol for abnormal limb sensitivity 

throughout the period of an Event . For Jumping that includes, but is not limited to, between 

rounds and before the Jump Off. Horses may be examined once or on multiple occasions 

during the Period of an Event.  

Horses may be selected for examination under the protocol randomly or they may be  targeted. 

All Horses selected to be tested must submit promptly to the examination or are subject to 

immediate disqualification. There is no obligation to examine any specific number of Horses 

at an Event.  

 
8.  EQUINE ANTI -DOPING AND CONTROLLE D MEDICATION PROGRAM ME (EADCMP) . FEI  

VETERINARY REGULATIONS , CHAPTER  VII  

 

8.1.  SAMPLING . FEI VETERINARY REGULATIONS Chapter VII  
 
All horses competing at FEI Events may be subject to sampling for the presence of Prohibited 

Substan ces in accordance with the Anti -Doping and Controlled Medication Regulations (EADCMRs). 

Horses may be selected for sampling in accordance with obligatory testing, targeted or random 

sampling procedures . Refer to FEI Financial Charges for details of fees relating to Equine and 

Human Anti -Doping program  (EADCMP) , which OCs/NFs have the right to  charge to the athlete  

(applicable for all FEI events worldwide) .  

 

8.2.  ELECTIV E TESTING. FEI VETERINARY REGULATIONS ARTICLES 1058  

 

Elective Testing may be carried ou t prior to an Even t to check for the presence of Prohibited 

Substances . Please refer to https://inside.fei.org/fei/cleansport/horses  for information and

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XIII.  HUMAN ANTI -DOPING  
 
Athletes can  be tested at any FEI Event, by the FEI or by other Anti -Doping Organisations with 

Testing jurisdiction. Organisers will have the responsibility to provide facilities and staff/volunteers 

to facilitate such Testing if requested by the FEI as outlined in ar ticle 22.3 of the FEI ôs Anti -doping 

Rules for Human Athletes (ADRHA).

XIV.  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION  
 

1.  INSURANCES  AND NATIONAL REQUIRE MENTS   

 

Equestrian sports involve inherent dangerous risks. To the greatest extent permitted by law, 

the FEI and the FEI Event Organiser shall NOT be liable for any damages relating to loss of 

property or injury of any kind to Athletes, Owners, Support Personnel or Horses at or in 

connection with an FEI Event and the FEI expressly excludes all such liability.  

 

1.1.  ATHLETES, OWNERS AND SUPPORT PERSONNEL  

 

1.1.1.  Personal Accident and Health Insurance  

 

It is your responsibility as an Athlete/Owner/ Support Personnel to ensure that you have 

adequate personal accident insurance in place to cover your participation at FEI Events and in 

particular to insure against any personal injury o r medical expenses arising from an accident, 

injury or illness which may occur at a FEI Event.  

 

You should check with your National Federation to confirm if your National Federationôs 

insurance policy (if any) covers personal accidents and/or illnesses whi ch m ay occur when you 

are attending /participating in FEI Events.  

 

If your National Federation does not have a personal accident/health insurance policy or if the 

National Federationôs insurance policy does not cover personal accident or health claims, then 

you should obtain your own personal accident and health insurance policy to cover your 

attendance/participation at FEI Events.  

 

1.1.2.  Personal Property Insurance  

 

You should also ensure that you are insured against property loss, theft or damage which may 

occur  at an FEI Event.  

 

Again, the advice is to check with your National Federation to confirm if they have an insurance 

policy in place which would cover you in case of such property loss, theft or damage. If not, 

then you should obtain your own personal prope rty insurance to cover such situations.  

 

1.1.3.  Press Equipment  

 

Press equipment and other items left in the Press workroom, Press lockers, the Press Tribune 

or anywhere on the showgrounds are left entirely at the ownerôs risk. The Organising 

Committee does not accept any responsibility for any loss or damage to such equipment or 

items. Members of the Press are advised not to leave any equipment or personal items 

unattended.

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1.2.1.  Third Party Liability Insurance  

 

As an Athlete/Owner you are personally responsible for damages to third parties caused by 

you, your employees, Support Personnel, your agents or your Horses. You are, therefore, 

strongly advised to take out third -party liability insurance providing full coverage in relation to 

FEI Ev ents at home and abroad, and to keep the policy up to date.  

 

The FEI and the Organiser will NOT be responsible for any damage caused to third parties by 

you, your employees, Support Personnel, your agents or your Horses.  

 

1.2.2.  Additional Liability Information  

 

 

Transport and travel Insurance for horses, riders and grooms: Riders are responsible for 

arranging their own travel and transport insurance. The event organizer strongly advise all 

riders take care of travel and transport insurance for the rider , groom, and horse(s).  

 

Medical insurance for riders and grooms: Riders and grooms are responsible for arranging 

their own medical insurance. The event organizer strongly advise all riders take care of 

medical insurance for the rider and groom. The Organi sing Committee will not accept 

responsibility for any accident happening to owners, participants, grooms, to or because 

of their horses to third parties in whichever circumstances, inside or outside the show 

grounds, during, before or after competitions. T he civil and financial responsibility of the 

organising committee and its co -operators will never be liable in any circumstance.  

 

The Organising Committee (including their employees, representatives and show officials) 

will not be responsible for any accident, injury or damage that may occur to, or any illness 

or disease which may be contracted by any horse entered at the event howev er occurring, 

and the athletes and horse owners shall keep the organising committee indemnified against 

all liability whatever arising from any accident, injury, damage, illness or disease.  

 

Athletes recognize and accept that all equestrian sports involve  inherent risks and that no 

helmet or protective equipment can protect against all foreseeable injury. Consequently, 

by entering their horse(s) for the event they accept the risk and hold harmless the 

organising committee, the FEI, the officials, agents, e mployees and their representatives.  

 

The Organising Committee will not be in any way liable for anything that may happen (from 

any cause or circumstances whatever) to property brought into the event or for any other 

loss, claim, circumstance, matter or ev ent whatever in connection with, or arising out of, 

or attributable to the actions of the organising committee (including their employees, 

representatives and show officials) or any of their officers, or agents or these or any other 

rules or regulations sp ecial conditions prescribed by the event.  

 

 

 

1.2.3.  Horse Insurance  

 

As an Owner you should ensure that your Horses are adequately insured against any injuries 

or illnesses they may sustain while participating at a FEI Event.  

 

 

Horses, Athletes and their personal belongings are at their own responsibility before, during 

and after the entire event.

3.  SCHOOLING DURING COM PETITIONS  

 

Athletes  wishing to school during speed competitions (Table A and Table C) mu st inform 

the OC before these competitions begin. These athletes  will start first in these 

competitions.  

 

4.  STEWARDING  

 
· If an athlete is uncertain as to whether the boots he/she intends to use during an event 

are allowed, he/she or his/her representative should show the boots to the Chief Steward 

for his/her opinion before the boots are used in training or in competition.  

·  In addition, athletes are to be made aware that hind boots must be removed and placed 

again on the horseôs legs in the presence of a Steward while in the warm-up arena prior 

to entering the competition arena for certain competitions. (If bandages are used  in place 

of boots, athletes are not required to remove the bandages in the warm -up arena.)  This 

procedure is compulsory for competitions for which boot and bandage control is 

mandatory, that is the Nations Cup, Grand Prix, and the competition with the hig hest prize 

money, and is at the discretion of the Chief Steward for other competitions.  

· As an alternative to carrying out this procedure at the time designated by the Steward an 

athlete may ask his/her groom to take the boots to the in -gate and place them  on the 

horseôs legs in front of the Steward prior to the combination entering the arena. 

· The Steward has the authority to intervene if a boot is deemed excessively tight by 

instructing that the boot be removed and put on again correctly. [Stewards are to note 

that  it is normal for a horseôs gait to be somewhat affected immediately after boots have 

been removed and re -placed.]  If an athlete or his/her groom refuses to remove and re -

place the boot(s) when instructed to do so by the Steward, a Yellow Warning Card will be 

issued to the athlete in question.  

· If it is deemed impossible or unsafe to remove the hind boots in the warm -up arena prior 

to the combination entering the competition arena, due to an extremely excited or nervous 

horse, the boots of the hors e in question are to be removed by the athlete/groom following 

the athleteôs round upon leaving the arena and inspected by the Steward. This inspection 

may be carried out during the boot and bandage control if the boot and bandage control 

is carried out fo r the competition in question.  

· This procedure does not replace boot and bandage control after completion of an athleteôs 

round for competitions for which boot and bandage control is mandatory (refer to JRs Art. 

244.).  

 

5.  DISPUTES  

 

In the event of any discussion concerning the interpretation of the schedule (in translated 

languages), the English version will be decisive.  

 

 

6.  MODIFICATION TO SCHE DULE  

 

In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of Chefs d'Equipe, host NF d elegate,

FEI Secretary General by the Technical Delegate , the President of the Ground Jury or the 

Foreign Judge, as applicable .

DOGS 

NO DOGS ARE ALLOWED WITHOUT LEASH ON THE SHOW GROUND and in the 

RESTAURANTS. Offences against those rules will incur a fine of ú100 per offence. In case 

of a repeated offence will lead to permanent exclusion from the show ground.  

 

PARKING 

All cars have to be parked at the carparking. It is not allowed to park cars at the lorry 

parking. Offences against this rule will incur a fine of 100ú. 

 

FILMING and PHOTOGRAPHY  

By taking part in this event, the participant i s made aware that the Organizing Committee 

has the right to use, without any compensation due, images and film footage made of him 

or her at the event for all kind of media coverage, documentation promotional and/or 

marketing purposes related to the event.

In case of a tie for the 12 th  place in a competition with 12 to 48 starters, the prize money foreseen for the 12 th  place will 
be divided equally among the athletes concerned.  
For Competitions run in two rounds with more than 12 starters in 2 nd  round:  

OCs that indicate in the schedule that a specific number (that is more than 12) of athletes will return for the second round 
will be permitted to distribute the prize money for that competition among all the athletes taking part in the second round, 
even if the second round is followed by a jump -off in case of a tie on penalties for first place after the second round.
